	Center 4:  Lab Safety

	Introduction:  

It can be very fun and exciting to come to the science lab and do experiments.  But we also need to make sure that the lab is always a safe place for students and teachers to work and learn.  In this lab, we are going to talk about the most common rules for running a safe lab.  Then we will do a fun activity about lab safety.

1.   Begin by reviewing the rules of a safe lab.  Attached to their lab worksheet, each student has a copy of the Lab Safety rules.  You won’t have much time to spend on this (2-3 minutes at most).  You can either ask students to quickly take turns reading a rule, or just read them aloud yourself, pausing after each one to see if students have questions.
2.   Next, ask students to turn to the cartoon picture of students in the lab. Give them a minute to study the picture without talking about it.

3.   Now go through the questions with them one at a time.  Ask them to record their answers on the student worksheet.

Remind students that they should always keep these rules of lab safety in mind every time they come to the lab.  Staple the Rules of Lab Safety and the Lab Cartoon to each student’s worksheet so they can take it home with them.
